Primary Resource: An item is considered a primary resource if it is published at the time the event occurred by someone involved in the event. For historical events, a primary resource on Abraham Lincoln would be either one written by Lincoln or by someone who knew Lincoln. Scientific research is often a primary resource if it is written by the scientist who did the research and it includes information such as methods, materials, discussion, results, and conclusion.
Secondary Resource:  Any document that describes an event, person, place, or thing but not created at the time; published information gathered from primary sources eg published books, biographies, newspaper articles.
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
